2.  Review current issues with recycling district.
Ken Johnston gave review.  When state passed law to deal with solid wastes, select boards needed to determine responsibility.  Our town voted to join Northeast Kingdom Waste Management District.  They provide pickup of our recyclables and state required paperwork currently at no cost (paid for by selling recycle materials).  Months ago, we got the word that due to lowering values of these materials such as cardboard, the NEKWMD was looking at ways to lower its expense of pick-up and the possibility of adding a surcharge to communities.  Our select board created this committee to plan for future changes.
3. Brainstorm needs and issues regarding current set-up
Current set-up uses Gaylord boxes which require 2 persons and about one half day to pick-up hauling materials to Lyndonville.  Because we sort the materials on our site, it has a higher value and hence no cost to our town.  Our current situation is working yet the proximity to the town hall (with classrooms and path to school) is less than desirable.  Alternatives on the table for discussion are a new building and location, dumpster to handle single sort, and contracting with a hauler.
